1'he otticers do give \beir nndivided paroles
pot to take up arma against the Government
of the United States antil properly exchaoged,
and each company or regiment commdnder
sign = like parole for the men of their com-
wands, the armu, artillery and pablic property
to be packed, stacked and tarned over to the
oflicers appoiated by me to receive them. This
will not embrace the side arme of the otficers,
nor their private borses or baggage. This
done each ofticer and man will be allowed to
retarn to their homes, not to be distarbed by the
United States aatborities 8o long As they ob-
serve their parole and the laws in fores where
they may reside.
