Assault on Hawaii Begins at Dawn,

Bombers Catch Civilians Off Guard

(By United Press.

pan began a treacherous and unprovoked war on the
Umted States Sunday with simultaneous naval and air at-
tacks on Hawaii, Guam and the Philippines, pushing the
United States to the verge of formal entry into World War IT,
Simultaneously the Japanese struck at Britain’s great Singa-
pore naval base, and possibly the rich oil fields of the Netherlands
Indies, British Borneo dnd the last British-American strongholds
on the China coast.

While President Roosevelt conferred with his Cabine!. pre-
liminary to addressing a joint session of Congress Monday, Canada,
Costa Rica, Nicaragua and the Netherlands East Indies, declared
themselves at war with Japan. Australia and other nations were
soon to follow.

It was belicved inevitable that the formal American declaration
would follow congressional receipt of the President’s message, Brit-
ain was expected to fulfill Prime Minister Winston Churchill’s
pledge to declare war upon Japan within the hour of American
declaration. It was believed that the Soviet Union and many Latin-
American ..ations would follow suit.

Attack on Hawail Begins Without Warning.
The attack upon Hawail, begun without warning as the rising

sun appropriately screened the approach of carrier-based Japanese

dive bombers, torpedo and pursuit planes from the east, caught the
civilian population of Hawaii—and of the United States as well—
entirely by surprise. Though the military defenders of the great
Pacific base had been anticipating the attack for a week, the Japa-
nese were able to cause great damage and loss of life with cas-
ualties in the hundreds.

But by the time the rising sun had reached its zenith at noan
the United States fleet was steaming cut to sea, its scout planes
seeking out the Japanese aircraft carriers, its destroyers dropping
deadly depth bombs upon submarines.

‘The fighter planes and antiaizeraft batteries of Pearl Harbor
and environs dropped at least six of the Japanese planes. Four
Japanese submarines were known to have been sunk.

There were unconfirmed reports that one Japanese aircraft car-
rier had been sunk.

U.S. Battleship Oklahoma Reported Damaged.

‘The US. battleship Oklahoma, commissioned in 1914 and later
modernized, was damaged and, according to Japanese radio claims,
sunk in Pearl Harbor. The Berlin radio, quoting Japanese sources,
said the US. battleship West Virginia was sunk, the Oklahoma set
afire, and three other American warships hit in the attack on
Hawail.

In Shanghai, Japanese marines selzed the US. gunboat Wake,
cnly American naval vessel left there, ar.d.occupmd the Bund—the
river front of Shanghai’s International Settlement. A British gun-
boat, H.M.S. Petrel, was sunk by a Japanese destroyer.

Singapore was attacked from the air shortly before dawn. A
few civilian casualties and slight damage were reported.

The White House received a report that Japanese planes had
attacked Davao, at the southern extremity of southern Mindanao
in the Philippines, and it was possible parachute troops had landed
there.

Another attack was reported made on Camp John Hay at
Baguio, northern Luzon. Enemy planes were reported over Central
Luzon at 8 pm. Sunday.

The Pan-American Airways base at Guam was reported bombed.

' ' ar (An Editorial)

If the worst was to come to the worst, the United States was
aware that it would be attacked without warning. That this coward.
1y method of initiating war has become common practice on the part
of those conscienceless Governments that define themselves as the
Axis gives it no better standing in the courts of internaticnal law.
The democracies have adhered scrupulously to declaration before
fighting. It is Japan, Nazi Germany, Italy that have initiated war
with the bomb and the cannon shot. For that among other crimes all
of them must answer eventually before the bar of inexorable
justice.

‘The attack on Pearl Harbor and the defenses of Manila serve
at least to clarify the atmosphere. The United States is at war, nor
on a single front alone. The vicious and unprovoked Japanese at-
tack has placed us at war with Japan. Germany will logically invoke
its Axis pact as soon as we make it clear that we are in the field
and on the sea. For good or ill, the United States stands ranged
today against the whole unholy group of the so-called Axis.

For the country at large, the clearing of the situation must
result in a final full wakening to its serious character. From this
moment on, we can tolerate no bar to our unity of action, no
stoppage in our preparation for defense. The war we face is differ-
ent from any war that we have ever known. Our peril is far
greater than ever before. Britain’s mobilization of its whole popula-
tion is a model that we will find it necessary to follow if we are
to win.

That we will win with the full strength of America in the
effort, we can believe with faith and confidence. That we will not
win if we do not exert that full strength is a contingency so much to
be feared that we dare not risk it.

The war is not of our choosing. We have been dravwn in be-
cause we have refused to furnish the materials and munitions for
a bandit Government to attack the innocent and helpless. We
have offered an honorable peace to a nation devoid of honor. The
answer has come in the rain of shrapnel and cordite on Pearl
Harbor and Manila, on American territory, on American nationals,
a heathen challenge of death against the calm of a Christian Sunday.

The United States takes up the sword in sorrow but confident

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In the justice of its cause. In that spirit, God willing, we shall win.
